Make a Camp Favorite

Foil Dinners are a Frontier and Trekker favorite!  We make them every Wednes-

day night over the campfire, but you can do it at home in the oven!  Here’s how: 
 

-Preheat your oven to 350 degrees. 
 

-Take a large piece of tin-foil and fold it half.  Fold the two sides in twice so that 

you have a pouch.
